The strikingly symmetrical form
of the spiral galaxy Messier 51
is distorted by the presence of
a small companion galaxy
called NGC 5195. One lanky
arm of the Whirlpool seems to
be reaching out to ensnare NGC
5195, but the cosmic embrace
is an illusion. The sideswiping
spirals parted company some
280 million years ago.
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
